The felicitous marrage of SEIKO Kinetic's longevity and a perpetual calendar,
accurate to February, 2100.

The 7D56 caliber is launched at Baselworld 2008 in the Premier collection. It provides
the unique combination of a Perpetual Calendar with SEIKO's Kinetic Auto-Relay
function. The watch provides one-second-a day accuracy and displays a self-correcting
calendar with day, date month and leap year indicators, and, new for 2008, the leap
year indicator has been integrated into the month display. Like all SEIKO Kinetic
watches, the new 7D56 caliber generates its own electricity from the wearer's
movement and this Kinetic energy provides all the power the watch needs.
Furthermore, when not worn for 24 hours, the watch goes into 'sleep’ mode and the
hands stop moving, thus conserving energy and allowing it to remain fully accurate for
up to four years. When the watch is put on again, the hands return automatically to
the correct time. And even when in 'sleep’ mode, the calendar displays the correct
day, date, month and year. Perpetual energy, perpetual accuracy, and a perpetual
calendar correct to the year 2100 combine to make this a truly remarkable timepiece.
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The exterior design for 2008 has subtle but significant refinements. The case
opening is 1mm larger, giving all the dial elements more space and more elegance
and the sides of the case itself are more rounded, to allow the watch to sit more
comfortably on the wrist. The contrast of the hands and the dials has been increased
and the asymmetry of the hour markers provides the individual touch that makes
Premier a unique interpretation of the classical.

The new Kinetic Day Retrograde

The second new caliber to grace the 2008 Premier Collection is a Kinetic movement
with a retrograde day of the week display at the 5 o'clock position. The caliber
provides a remarkable 6 month power reserve when unworn and has an energy
depletion alert and a power reserve indicator, which is activated by the button at the
two o'clock position. The caliber was designed, as are all SEIKO's new movements,
with the principle of ‘emotional technology' in mind. The addition of the retrograde
day indicator to the Kinetic function provides a reassuringly human dimension to this
high-technology timepiece. It not only measures time accurately, it presents the
rhythm of time in a human and accessible way.
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
